The minimum vertical distance to combustible material above the range cooking top Is 24 inches, provided the overhead construction does not extend
13 inches from the rear wall,

NOTE: UL and cUL certified with a minimum top clearance of 19 1/2" to overhead combustible construction when instalied with a range hood spaced a minimum of
1/4" from the construction.

4. Ensure the cabinets are propery constructed. The cabinets must be squared wilh respect to the counter top and the cabinet face. For proper operation of these
units, the cabinet must be level and the botiom of the range must be supported.

5. Affer the cabinet has been prepared per the dimensions given and the gas connection is in piace, remove main tep and position the unit in the cabinet opening.
NOTE: Be sure all opening in the cabinetry around the gas lines are sealed at ihe lime of instailation.

WARNING: It Is imperative that the cabinet in which the unitis placed be separated from other appliances so that the combustion air supply to the top
burners can not be atfected In any way by any forced-air heating appliance or its return air system or by any source of positive or negative air pressure,
such as, but not limited to, power vents, fans, etc. A negative air pressure created by another forced air moving appliance may draw the flame down
around the top burners and into the main top resulting in damage to the burners and cooktop, as well as possible persenal injury and/or damage to
vehicle. A positive draft could cause the bumer flame ta lift-off the burner and go out resuiting in an uncontrolled escape of gas. Whenever the gas fumes
reach an open flame or another ignition source, an explosion and/or fire witl occur resulting in property damage, personal injury andfor loss of life.




6. Fastenunitin place with wood screws through holes provided in side flanges
of burner box and front frame botlom labs with 2 minimum of six screws.

7. Be sure burner knobs are in "off” position. Secure gas connection and turm
on gas supply. Check all connections for leaks using soapy-waler solution or a
non-corrosive leak detection solution. Do nol use a Soapy-water solution
comaining ammaonia.

CAUTION: Gas supply tubing within the confines of the appliance
connection shall be rigid or semi-rigid metallic tubing.

WARNING: Never check for leaks with an apen flame or any ignition
source for this purpose.

NOTE: The appliance mus! be disconnected from the gas supply piping system
during any pressure lesting of that system al test pressure in access
of 1/2 PSIG.

The appliance mus! be isolated from the gas supply piping during any pressure
tesling of the gas supply piping system al test pressure equal to, or less than,
1/2 PSIG.

Listed befow are some very important facts that you should follow. They are
listed for your protection and safely.

1. Never attemp! to repair the appliance yousself. Any repairs to or installation
of this appliance must be performed by a qualified inslaller, service agency or
the gas supplier and in accordance with the instructions in this manual, Service
of your appliance by a non-approved service person or agency could resultin
failure of the integrity of the appliance and could lead to property damage,
serious injury or loss of dife.

2. Have your dealer show you where the main gas shut-off valve is located and
how lo shut it off in an emergency.

3. Use your range/cocktop only for its infended use. It is not to be used as a
means to heat your RV, Using your appliance in this manner can result in
persona! injury/property damage and/or loss of life,

4. If the range/cooklop is near a window, proper precautions should be taken
1o prevent curtains from blowing over burners creating a fire hazard.

3. Keep the area around the cockiop clean and clear of any combuslible
materials, gasoline or other flammable vapars and tiquids. Not doing so can
cause an explosion andfor fire.

6. Donotleave children alone or unsupervised in area where rangel/cooklop is
being used. The top bumers, bumer grates and other areas near the bumers
hecome hot enough to cause severe bums.

7. Children should be taught that the range/cooktop is not a foy. They should
not be allowed 1o play with the controls or any other parts of the appliance. Do
nat allow anyone 1o stand or sit on top of the range. Not only can this damage
the range, but personal injuries could result.

8. Do not slore items of interest to children in cabinets above or near the
appliance. Childeen climbing on the appliance ta reach items could be seriously
injured,

9. Do not wear toose fitting clothing or long-hanging sleeved clothing while
using the appliance. If they contact the open flame of the bumer, they could
ignite and cause severe bums.

10. Use only dry potholders {o remove ho! utensils. Using damp potholders on
hot surfaces could result in burns to hands. Do not use a towe! or bulky cloth for
a pot holder. The cloth couild contact open fame and calch fire,

11. Never heat an unopened container. Pressure build-up within the container
can cause it to explode.

12. Keep appliance clean. The buitd-up of grease and food boil-over and/or
spillage can create a fire hazard.

13. Avoid using your range/cooktop or any other appliance if you smell gas. Do
not assume that the smell of gas in your RV is normal. Any time you detect the
odor of gas, it is to be considered life threalening and corrected immediately.
Extinguish any open flames including cigarettes and evacuale all persons from
the vehicle. Shut off gas supply at LP gas botlie. (See safety notice on front
cover of this manual }

14. Tum pan handles inward or toward back of cooklop and out of the way of
people walking past cooklop andfor out of the reach of chitdren. Da na! turn
hangles to where they are over the bumers,

15. Do not use water on grease fires. Never pick-up a flaming pan. Smother a
flaming pan with a lid or flat pan. Flaming grease oulside the pan can be
extinguished with baking soda or a multipurpose dry chemical fire extinguisher.

16. Do not use the oven as a storage area.

17. Do not cover the oven vent openings whenever oven is being used.
Covering the vents restricts the flow of combustion air to the oven bumer and
coutd cause poor combustion and the formation of carbon monoxide,

18, Never leave top bumar(s) unattended.

a. Forsuch reasons as down drafls that could be created by opening and
closing of cabinet doors or doors within the RV or by posilive or
negative air pressures affecting burners due to improper instaliation.
(See paragraph 6 under Installation.} The bumer could extinguish
resulting in gas escaping into the RV. Remember, gas flow to each
bumer is controlled manually, you must tum gas flow “ON"* and “OFF".

b. A boil over could ccour and the spill could ignite.

19. Flame size
2. Never extend the flame beyond the outer edge of the utensil, A higher
flame simply wastes heat and energy.
b. Correct flame size is delermined by utensil size and malerial, what you
are cooking and whether or not you are cooking with liquid.

20. Topreventdamage tothe cook top, top bumers, or top grate, never operate
a top bumer wilhout a pan in place. The tap bumers, especially the high input
burner, should not be operated on high for an extended pericd of time. The high
selling should be used cnly {o start the food cooking or fo bring liquids to a boif,
then reduce the flame %o a lower setting to continue cocking. Use the low flame
sefting to keep food warm. Remember, a gas range heals quicker than an
electric range; therefore, experiment wilh various setlings until you feei
comiortable cooking with gas.

Never use cookware which extends beyond one inch of the grate {maximum
pan size 10" diameler). Never place cooking utensil on grate to where it rests
over two operaling top bumers. This will cause excessive heat buildup, which
results in damage to the grate, top bumer{s) and cock fop.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

A TOP BURNERS

1. Know which knob controls which bumer. Always be sure the comect bumer
is turned on.

2. Depress knob and tum fully counter-clockwise «— to “Lite" position.

a, Verify sufficient gas supply before attempling to light the bumer. Air in
the gas line will significantly delay burer ignition. The bumer may light
unexpectedly as the air in the line clears and is replaced by LP gas. This
unexpecled ignition could bum you. Air in the gas fines may occur after
the vehicle gas botile and/or tank is refilled, during and after servicing
cther appliances on same gas line, elc.

Do not attempt to light more than one burner at a time.
Immediately light burner on those models ending with *“M™ (example:
SRN3LWBM. SR53SWBM) hold a iong match near the bumer ports.
CAUTION: Hand held ignitors may be used but be sure they are the
type designed for lighting open flame burners.

if your model ends with "E” {example: SRNALWBE/ SRS3SWBE), the
bumer can be lit by rotating piezo knob clockwise »— rapidly. This
produces a spark at the bumer which ignites the gas.

oo

3. If any bumer should extinguish after initial lighting or due to accidental blow-
out, fum gas off by tuming control knob clockwise # ™ to “OFF", wait five (5)
minules before attempting to relight the bumer. Failure 1o follow these
Instructions could resull in a fire or explosion.

If the bumer should go cut while cooking, or if there is an odor of gas, tum
control knob(s) clockwise ™ to "OFF", Wait five (5} minutes for gas odor to
disappear. If gas odor is still present - do not relight bumers. See "What To Do
If You Smell Gas™ on the front cover af this manual.

4. To tum bumer(s) "OFF", {um the appropriate control knob clockwise
7w o "OFF,

WARNING! Be sure all control knobs are turned “OFF” when you are not
cooking. Someone could be burned or a fire could start if a burner is
accldently feft on or unattended even if only momentarily.




B. OVEN BURNER
NOTE: Before the oven burmer will pperata, the oven pilot must be [it.

1. 1lighting Oven Pilot
a. Be sure ALL valves are in the “OFF" position, The oven control knab
should be in the “OFF™ position.
b. Be sure main gas supply is on.
c. Open oven door; smelt for gas - If you smell gas STOPI Read and
follow the instructions on front of your manual.
d. 1f you do not smell gas, depress and tum oven contro! knob te “Pilot
On™. This will allow gas to flow to oven pilat.
Immediately light oven pilot with a match. A small flame will be noted
at the top of the pilol bumer. NOTE: If the appliance has not been
operaled for a lang pericd of ime, a longer waiting period for ignition
of the: pilol may be necessary due to air in the gas line.

b

2. Operation of Oven Bumer

a. Depress and turn the oven contro! kneb counter-clockwise  «
to the desired setling. There will be a delay of approximately 45
seconds before the oven burmer comes on, This is normal and no gas
escapes during this delay. It is also normal for the oven burner flame
to cycle off at all temperature sellings except “Broil”. This maintains a
constan! temperature within the oven.

b. For broiting, a 2-piece porcefain breiler pan can be purchased from
Suburban:
1. Center the broiler pan underneath the oven burner lame.
2. Tum the food over frequently to ensure even browning.

3. To Shut Down Oven Bucner
Tum gven conirol knob clockwise #~ ™ Lo "Pilot Cn™ position. Al this
position, the oven pilot will remain liL.

4. To Shut Down Oven Pilot
Tum oven conirol knob to “OFF™. At this posilion, the oven pilat will go out,

CAUTION: When the recreational vehicle is not in use or while traveling, it
is recommended that the gas supply also be turned off.

MAINTENANCE

1. Make sure afl controls are “OFF" and the range cocktop and oven are cool
before cleaning.

2. Make sure that all cooktop surfaces, bumer grates and bumers are cool
before cleaning or disassembling cooklop.

3. Donotuse oven cleaners, bleach or rust removers on the cooklop or burmer
grates,

4. Ciean all surfaces as scon as possible afler boil overs or spillovers.

5, Use warm soapy water only to clean the bumer grates, cooklops, painted
surfaces, porcelain surfaces, staintess steel surfaces and plastic items on your
range. Do not use grit or acid-type cleaners. Do not use cleaners withammonia.
Cleaners of these types are corrosive and could damage component parts in the
range.

6. Do not use steel wool or abrasive cleaners. They will damage the cookiop
and oven finish. Use only non-abrasive plastic scrubbing pads.

7. Do not allow foods containing acids {such as lemon or tomato juice, or
vinegar) to remain on porcelain or painted surfaces. Acids may remove the
glossy finish.

8. Do not wash wamm porcelain surfaces. Allow these areas to cool before
cleaning. You could bum yourself or the porcelain could crack.

9. Pitling and discoloration wilt result if spills are allowed to remain for any
length of time on stainless steel.

190. Do nol allow spillovers o remain on the bumer caps. The caps could be
permanently stained if spilovers are not cleaned up promptly.

14. If any of the burner ports or the orifice are clogged, carelully clean with a
small wire or needle. Be sure nol to enlarge ports. Never use a wire brush for
cleaning bumer pons or arifice. Never use any brush which may "shed” bristles,
which may become lodged in the orifice or bumer ports and cause a fire or
explosion.

TO REMOVE THE WIRE GRATE AND MAIN TOP FOR SERVICE AND
CLEANING

1. Remove lhe wire grate by raising straight up. Use caution not to dislodge
the grommets in the top (one at each comer).

2. Grasp top in the center and raise front up approximately 3%, then slide top
forward off the two spring clips at rear of {op. Lift up top.

TO REINSTALL

1. Align slots in rear flange of top with the tabs on the spring clips. Push top
in and press front of lop down until the spring clip snaps into place.

2. Reinstall wire grate by aligning the four (4) Yegs on the wire grate with the
four (4) grommels in the lop. Press wire grate down into each grommet, being
carelul net o dislodge the grommets, :

OVEN DOOR

Do not place excessive weight on an open oven door or stand on 2n openoven
door as, in some cases, it cauld cause the range to tip over, break or damage
the door to the extent that the range would be unsafe to use, cr cause serious
injury o the user.

When opening the oven door, aflow steam and hot air to escape beflore reaching
in oven to check, add or remove food.

OVEN RACK

Your RV range features one oven rack with a choice of two or three rack
positions. The oven rack is designed with a salety lock-stop paosition o keep the
rack from accidently coming completely out of the oven when pulling the rack
out to add or remove foad. The rack also fealures two tabs to keep the rack
from ratlling during travel. See Figure 6.

CAUTION: Do not attempt to change the rack position when the oven is
hot.

To Remove: Be sure the rack is cool. Pull the rack straight aut untitil stops. This
releases the two tabs on the sides of the rack. Lift the front end of the rack up.
then pull and remove from the oven.

To Replace: Place the oven rack in the oven on top of the rack supports. Slide
the rack lo the stop position and lift upward then, as you push the rack back past
the two tabs, it will anchor the rack inte place and prevent it from rattling during
transit.

OVEN BOTTOM

When baking, use an adequate size cooking ulensil to aveid boil avers or
spillovers,

Never place cooking utensils or aluminum foil directly on the oven bottom. This
wili restrict the openings in the oven botiom, reducing the air circulalion inside
the oven which will cause uneven baking, food may bum or be undercooked.

To Remove: When coal, remove the oven rack. Remove the one(1) screw and
nut that secures the oven bumer assembly to the oven botlom (A Figure 7).
Remove the four {4) screws that secure aven bottom to the oven sides and back
(B Figure 7). Hold oven bottorn and slide it out of the oven.

To Replace: Position oven bottom rear flange to align with the two haoles in back
of the oven. Secure with (2) screws. Secure oven bottom to oven sides with the
two (2) screws {see B Figure 7).

Secure oven bumer assembly to oven bottom with screw and nut.

This Suburban product is warranted to the original purchaser (o be free from defects in material and workmanship under normal use and maintenance for a pericd
of two years from date of purchase whether or not actual use begins on that date. All porcelain parts, including top burner grates, are warranted as commercially
acceplable only as of the date the product was manufactured. it is the responsibilily of the consumer/owner to establish the warraniy period. Suburban does not use
warranty registration cards for its standard warranty. You are required to fumish proof of purchase date through a Bill of Sale or other payment record.

Suburban willreptace any parts that are found defective within the first two years andwill pay a warranty service aliowance directly to the authorized Suburban Service
Center at rates mutually agreed upon between Suburban and its authonized service centers. Replacement parts will be shipped FOB the shipping point within the
Conlinental United Stales, Alaska and Canada to authorized service centers performing such repairs. Alt freight, shipping and delivery cosls shall be the responsibility

of the owner. The exchanged part or unit wifl be warranted for only the unexpired portion of the originat warranty. Befgre having warranty repairs made, confirm that
the service agency is an aulhorized service center for Suburban. DO NOT PAY THE SERVICE AGENCY FOR WARRANTY REPNR%; SUCH PAYMENTS WILL
NOT BE REIMBURSED,

Suburban reserves the right to examine the alleged defect in lhe range appliance or component parts, and it is the owner's obligation to retum the range appliance
andfor component paris to Suburban or its representative. When retuming a range appliance, it must include all component paris and the serial number plate.
Retumed component parts must be individually tagged and identified with the range appliance's model number, seriat number and date of instatlation.

For warranty service, the ownerfuser should contact the nearest authorized Suburban Service Cenler, advising them of the model and seral numbers {tocated
underneath the main tap) and the nature of the defect. Transportation of the unit to and from the Service Cenler andfor lravel expenses of the Service Center lo your
location s the responsibility of the owner/user. If you cannot locate an authorized service center locally, the service agency chosen to perform wamanty repairs must
centact our Service Deparment at 423-775-2131 for authorization, Unaulhorized repairs made will not be paid by Suburban.
